If you fail Lo follow this simple procedure we will have
been deprived of the opportunity to investigate and
rectify your complaint whilst you were in resort and
this may affect your rights under this contract.

8. What happens to complaints It is unlikely that you
will have a complaint that cannot be settled amicably
between us. However, disputes to do with this
contract which cannot be settled amicably, may (if
you wish) be referred to Arbitration under a special
scheme which, is arranged by the Association of
British Travel Agents, but is administered quite
independently by the Chartered Institute of
Arbitrators.
